His tribal

affiliations include Ngāti Pūkenga, Ngāi Te Rangi, Ngāti Ranginui and Ngāti

Raukawa ki Otaki. He is also a negotiator for Ngāti Pūkenga Treaty of Waitangi

claims and lives on the shores of the Rangataua in Tauranga Moana.
